We see ‘b’ for ‘bend’ on the note 8th fret B string

This is followed by fret 7 on the top E

The phrase resolves to the E note fret 9 on G string

The second line is exactly the same lead lick resolving on the same E note. But followed by the A7 chord

This shows that licks don’t always resolve on root notes

There’s an E note in the A7 chord

The last line has one simple change to the lead

The phrase lands on the B note on the D string at fret 9
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[Cut to left hand with 16to9_tabTexBlues_18.jpg as PIP]

You can hear that this change fits the B chord

The B chord doesn’t contain the note E

Now we’re ready to play the whole verse
